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The Kentucky Council on Economic Education, with funding from Hilliard Lyons, announces grants to schools to stimulate school-wide involvement in investor and economic education.  

Requests for the Fall 2009 and Spring 2010 Take Stock in Kentucky or Stock Market Game program are being accepted. The grant will pay the full fees (maximum of $300) for team participation in this program (fall or spring) and will include one set of classroom materials.  

Funding is available to all Kentucky schools (public and private, grades 4-12).  Proposals will be reviewed on a competitive basis. Each proposal will be judged on its own merit.  The following criteria will be used to award a limited number of grants: 

Grant Information:  
· Schools must have 100 or more students participating.  There must be a minimum of 4 students per team.  

· The grant will pay full fees (@$10/team) for a school’s participation in the Fall 2009 or the Spring 2010 Take Stock in Kentucky or Stock Market Game program.  
· Grants will be for a minimum of 25 teams ($250) and a maximum of 30 teams ($300).  (Schools can have more teams, but must pay $10/team.)
· Grant money can only be applied to team fees.
· A limited number of grants will be awarded.
· Prior grant recipients can re-apply for grants, after skipping two semesters.
· Notification of grant awards will be within one week of application.
· Schools receiving the Hilliard Lyons funding will receive publicity from the Kentucky Council on Economic Education and may be contacted by media.
· Schools not meeting the grant stipulations may be charged for team participation fees or have team participation cancelled by KCEE.
Deadlines: The grant application deadline is Sept. 8, 2009 for the Fall program and January 11, 2010 for the Spring 2010 programs.  

Grant stipulations:

· Participate in the Stock Market Game or Take Stock in Kentucky program. 

· Schools agree to adhere to the Stock Market Game and/or Take Stock in Kentucky guidelines.
· At least 100 students participate and make initial trades by the end of Week 4.
· Teachers are required to pre/post test students (at least 1 class) www.kcee.org/testing 
· Provide pictures of students and a final report about the experience, and share experience with public media sources (TV, newspaper, etc.) within 3 weeks of end of program.
· Participate in InvestWrite essay competition and submit at least 5 essays (you can submit up to 5 essays per class) (There is no additional fee for this national competition.)
