Students will solve real-world and mathematical problems to specified accuracy levels by simplifying expressions with real numbers involving addition, subtraction, multiplication, division, absolute value, integer exponents, roots (square, cube) and factorials.

Lesson/Lesson Plan:

Objective:  Make a family budget using Microsoft Excel

Process:

1. Determine your family circumstances.  (number of people and Income)  Do this using a throw of a die at http://www.random.org/dice/.

2. Open up an excel document.  Put in labels for all fields.

3. Put in known values.

4. Do calculations.

5. Determine how much to spend in each category using guidelines.  You may decide to use different percentages depending upon your family situation.

6. Do calculations for totals for categories.  Transfer totals to total expenses for month and year.

7. Make a bar graph and a pie graph.

8. Write a portfolio paper using Microsoft Word.
